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Writing and grammar-

To start off our Talk for Writing unit, Y5 will bhe looking at the inspiring poem
‘The Door’ by Miroslavy Halub .and later on in the term will be performing the
poem ‘The Chant by the famouws William Shakespeare. Ln addition, the children
will be learning the model text from the hook ‘The Morning I Met .a Whale' by
Michael Morpurgo and developing their skills to create .a high .quality story
starter. After this, Y5 will he wuriting their own information texts about Orcas.

Ln grammar, we will bhe consolidating our learning from KSI and LKS2 hefore

mowing on to UKS2 grammar.

Reading- Y5 will he reading the hook ‘The Clockw.ork Crow’ .and ‘Sky Hawk the
Island’ to dewelop their reading skills and strategies. As well as these texts,
Y5 will he reading a range of extracts .and texts from a diverse selection.
During these lessons, Y5 will have the opportunity to develop their reading
fluency, wsing the 6Ps, and will bhe .able to .apply the reading toolkit, which
need to know to comprehend a piece of writing.

Spelling- 10 weekly spellings token [from the Y5/6 spelling curriculum will he
sent home each week. The spelling pattzrn/,wlz will he cearly marked on the
homew.ork sheet. The children will he tested .on some of the words from their
new spelling ,p,a,ttarn/fulzmﬂxe,rzoau session of our active spelling lessons.
We will also he flashhocking to other year group spellings too. You .can
support youwr child at home by encouraging use of the Spelling Shed app to
learn their spelling words, playing different spelling games .and .also testing
them on their spellings.
